Beaver Lutheran Kids Dish Up Spaghetti & Raise $1,000 For Haiti!

For several weeks, the Youth Activities Committee of Beaver Lutheran Church in Beaver Springs planned a spaghetti supper that would help raise funds to defray the costs of activities the children and youth of the church enjoy. Flyers were printed and ready to be put up in the community to advertise the supper. Then, on January 12, 2010, a magnitude 7.0 earthquake hit Haiti. At that point, the Confirmation Class decided it was more important to give the money from the supper to the children in Haiti who were in need of shelter, food and clothing, than to keep the money for themselves.

The supper was originally scheduled for February 6, but was postponed due to a snow storm that left a five-foot snow drift blocking the front door of the church. The benefit finally came to a conclusion on Saturday, February 20, with a total of $1,000 raised which will be donated to the ELCA Disaster Response for its Haiti Earthquake Relief.

Kids from every Sunday School class helped with the project. The youngest children helped by making decorations for the tables. The middle-grades class made a donation box. And the Confirmation Class put up flyers and helped by setting up the fellowship hall and then cleaned tables and helped clean up and tear down tables following the supper. Some of the younger kids helped alongside the older kids as well. Parents, grandparents, uncles and aunts also helped in the kitchen.

Donations from the congregation of supplies for the spaghetti as well as cakes for dessert all helped so that all the money raised could go directly to Haitian Relief. There were 83 meals sold (which does not include small children who ate for free). Many people attending the supper gave generous donations. There were also some donations that came in the following week to make an even $1,000 donation to Haitian Relief.
