Help for the Babies of Students in Bloomsburg

All it takes is one active member with a good idea to make ministry happen! Christy Finnerty of St. Luke’s Lutheran Church, Bloomsburg did just that by starting a Diaper Ministry. Christy works with the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit’s pregnant and parenting teen program called Project ELECT (Education Leading to Employment and Career Training), and works with students in Columbia County. 

The goal of the program is to assist students in achieving a high school diploma or its equivalency and go on to some sort of continuing education, training or employment - so that they could support themselves and their children. Christy had the idea to hold a diaper drive in the church community. 

Diapers are one of the biggest expenses that students with babies have while they are in high school. Since there are students that participate in Project ELECT from various socioeconomic backgrounds, there are some that have difficulty meeting this need. The church has  had calls from students stating that they cannot go to school because they do not have diapers to take to their daycare center for their child. Christy is spearheading the ministry of collecting diapers sizes 1-5 to distribute when there is a need or as an incentive to prevent students from missing school. 

This Diaper Ministry is another example of how your brothers and sisters in Christ in the Upper Susquehanna Synod ELCA are living out Jesus’s call to love your neighbor.
