PRONUNCIATION GUIDE: 
Today’s litany features phrases and locations from our partner synods: the Lutheran Church in Liberia and 
the Kirchenkreis Ansbach-Würzburg (Ansbach-Würzburg Lutheran synod in Bavaria). Here is a 
pronunciation guide to help you as you lead the litany.  
 
Babel   = BAY-ble or BAB-ble  
Bavaria   = ba-VAIR-ia  
Liberia   =  lie-BEER-ia 
Würzberg = VERTZ-berg 
Monrovia = mon-ROW-via  
Ansbach = AHNS-bawk 
Gbarnga = BARN-ga 
Kakata  = KA-ka-ta 
Schweinfurt = SHVINE-furt 
Kpelle  = Pellay 
Kuwaa  = coo-WAH 
 
During this litany, the congregation is invited to say "Thank you, God!” in three different languages. You are 
highly encouraged to practice these phrases with the congregation before the service.

Ga la Ma ma! = ga LA ma ma 
Ya la E sei = yah lah EE say
