Some of you have never thought about your story, some of you have an idea of what your story is, but not in a way to articulate it to others.  There are those of you who have had an opportunity to share your story. On this day you will have time to organize your thoughts and give you a safe place to begin to share your story.  I will be sharing part of my story as we begin our day together and walking with you through this day of discerning your story. 
The following are some of the main points that will be addressed by Holly’s program:

· God calls each of us to participate in God’s work every day, no matter where we are.  

· Transformation of myself, and my congregation begins with me.

· Transformation = our faith and understanding as God’s call moves from our head to our hearts, and is lived out daily with our hands.

· Each of us has a unique faith story, and, through sharing it with others, we can model for them, examples of God‘s love and grace in our lives.

· God doesn’t always come in a lightning bolt like Paul or Martin Luther. Sometimes He comes to us over a lifetime of faithful service.

· The road of discipleship and service to others can be both smooth and full of potholes. This is the path we are called to follow no matter how smooth or how bumpy, painful, or stressful.

Many of us have never shared or been asked about our faith stories. I encourage all of you as a pre-homework to read through the book of Acts, and especially look at Acts 9:1-19 and read about Paul’s conversion, and then ask yourself are there other passages in the Bible that talk about a transformation or conversion from old life to new.
